UPTOWN EGO showed first, contested the pace between horses, was just off the rail on the turn, clear entering the lane then steadily opened up under a
mild drive. PISTOLERO prominent three wide from the beginning, was shuffled back into the turn, fanned out to path five for the stretch run, took over
second, was no match for the winner but clearly second best. PACHES QUESTION a step slow at the break, was an early factor outside, angled in two wide
entering the turn, came four wide into the stretch, gained third then could only just hold his position the final furlong. DIAMOND DOME in contention while
toward the outside, lost ground four and five wide through the bend, progressed upper stretch then leveled off. PACHE OF MELODY well placed two wide,
was also shuffled back entering the bend, soon advanced just off the inside but wore down for the stretch run. SUM FLAG made a small leap from the gate,
was checked behind traffic early in the turn, fanned out three wide into the lane, was checked again behind traffic from the three-sixteenths marker to nearly
the eighth pole, altered in to gain a clear path soon after but had no late bid. FIRST VIEW RIDGE contested the pace outside UPTOWN EGO early, was
three wide into the stretch then flattened. BENTLEY'SBROWNHOSS displayed early speed inside but gave way the last quarter mile. STORMEE EYEFUL
was a step slow at the break as well, stayed off the inside and showed little.
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
