RICHIE'S ROCKET away in good order, grabbed the front soon after the start, remained in the two path departing the backstretch, came under assault from
the closest two pursuers after going a half, was put to encouragement in response to the heavy pressure being applied by that duo, shook free turning for
home, once more holding the advantage, emerged from the furlong grounds still in front, then dug in with good determination in the last eighth to prevail.
AHGOGO slow to settle into stride, was outrun for nearly a half, entered the stretch from the two path, lugged inward after receiving the second of two right
handed shots just past the three-sixteenths pole, was grabbed hold of and altered course to the middle of the track, advanced steadily once straightened
away, chose to venture back towards the two path soon afterwards, rather than attempt to split any of the front threesome, forming a loose wall directly up
ahead, then flashed a good late kick to be up for the place. LIME ZEST broke outward immediately leaving the starting gate, reacting too late to right
handed pressure to avoid contact with LA FESTA E DOMANI, recovered and rushed up under light urging to assume a good forward position, kept pace
with the leader from the three path for a half, moved in tandem, with JOHNNYPUMP glued directly to the outside, to challenge the top one for command
coming to the three-eighths pole, battled intensely between rivals, with all three being asked for run, during the next quarter of a mile, appeared to be turned
back by upper lane, came back on under rousing nearing the furlong marker, narrowed in a bit, drifted outward from left handed encouragement in deep
stretch, and had the place award snatched away. JOHNNYPUMP under a good early hold, entered the turn four wide, moved up to contest the lead, the
widest of a threesome near midpoint on the turn, raced on nearly terms with the two others until the quarter pole, held his ground well to the end, despite
being carried out a bit in the final seventy yards. METAURUS sat well placed, three wide around the turn, picked up the pace during the later stages of the
run around the bend, came four wide for the stretch run, but lacked the necessary response. VAMEL saved ground throughout. BEIJING BLUES (ARG)
widest of all on the turn, tired. LA FESTA E DOMANI bumped at the start, always trailed.
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
