PLEASE TAKE ME OUT raced close up inside while in hand, found room along the inside in the stretch, dug in determinedly when roused and prevailed
under a steady drive. COHERENT quickly showed in front, set the pace while in hand and dug in gamely to the finish. ERASE raced outside while in hand,
advanced three wide on the second turn and stayed on stubbornly to the wire. FORTUNATE DAMSEL chased the pace from the outside and stayed on well
through the stretch. KRASNAYA was outrun early along the inside, altered course to the outside in the stretch and finished well. MUSIC WAY was outrun
early, raced wide on the turns, angled in in the stretch and finished well inside. ORKAN was rated along between rivals, put in a four wide run on the second
turn and had little left for the drive. TAKE ME THERE raced close up along the inside and tired in the stretch. WINTER'S QUEST chased the pace from the
outside and tired.
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
