SKY COVER raced close up early while in hand, angled out and moved three wide approaching the stretch, responded when roused, drew clear and
remained safely clear under a drive. KEVINS CHEROKEE was outrun early, raced wide throughout and finished gamely outside. MEADOW BELLE was
bumped after the start, was outrun early, rallied wide and was going well late outside. HEY WINNIE was bumped after the start, quickly showed in front, set
the pace and tired in the final furlong. TACTICAL PLUS chased the pace while three wide and tired in the stretch. FEATHER BOA was bumped after the
start, chased the pace from the outside and tired. SIGH OF RELIEF raced inside and tired in the start. LA FONTAINIERE (IRE) was pinched back at the
start and had no rally. MIESQUES TESTIMONY chased the pace along the inside and tired.
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
