GREEN MONSTER broke alertly, got hooked in a protracted speed duel with RUFFINO, went at it intensely with that opponent from the three path,
continued the battle into the stretch, but with both rivals now being put to a drive, appeared to gain the slimmest of leads in the vicinity of the sixteenth pole,
inched away from a very determined RUFFINO thereafter to prove best. RUFFINO went at it in a spirited way with the top one nearly right from the start,
raced as a team with GREEN MONSTER sitting well entrenched in the two path, for most of the way down the backstretch and around the turn too, fought
hard with barely nothing separating the two front runners until the sixteenth pole, began to fall back by that station, and had to settle for being second best.
GOOD KARMA stalked the duelers from off the inside, proved no match. BIGGER IS BETTOR was lightly hand urged tracking the disputed pace from the
inside, vacated the premises and was taken gradually to the outside, settling to be five wide by the three-sixteenths pole, lacked the needed stretch
response to reel in the top twosome. WHATEVERITTAKES three wide, was roused leaving the three-eighths pole, came up empty. TAP ATTACK four wide
around the turn, fanned to be widest of all by the head of the stretch, failed to display a kick once straightened away. SKY MUSIC raced towards the two
path, was already under a full drive by the five-sixteenths pole, but could make no impact. GOOD LAW departed the backstretch from the three path, folded.
ROYAL MAJESTY forwardly placed early, took a bad step nearing the end of the backstretch, was pulled up and vanned off.
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
