CHEHAW, outrun early, saved ground, reached contention inside as the field bunched approaching the stretch, came out eight wide to secure room,
reached the front a furlong out and was hard ridden the remainder. CHEROKEE RAIN, never far back, worked her way in behind the leaders to race within
easy striking distance three wide, was with the winner on even terms for the last eighth but wasn't good enough. GO YOUR OWN WAY, never far back and
saving ground throughout, gained only slightly in the drive. SING OUT BABY, unhurried early, made a run three or four wide wide nearing the stretch to
loom menacingly but failed to muster a final response. ARC TO ETERNITY followed the leaders within easy striking distance four wide into the final furlong
and tired. ANGEL LIPS failed to rally in an even trip. YAMIKA, bumped at the start, was never prominent. HARPERS TRACE went up early to vie for the
lead outside of CITY SKIFF, gained the advantage approaching the stretch but faded when straightened for the drive. CITY SKIFF drifted in at the start
bumping YAMIKA, gained a narrow lead, dueled with HARPERS TRAC and was finished leaving the turn.
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
