COMPENDIUM moved up early to force the issue from between rivals, advanced to the fore outside front-running GLOBAL GAIT on the turn, opened a
clear advantage approaching the stretch, then was hard ridden in the drive to hold MEETYOUATHEBRIG safe. HORRIBLE EVENING, unhurried early while
racing near the inside, came out from between foes three or four wide for the drive, loomed a solid threat but couldn't gain in the final furlong. WEDLOCK,
unhurried early while in behind horses, came out from between rivals six or seven wide when straightened for the drive and also failed to gain in the final
eighth. RADICAL RILEY, outrun early while saving ground most of the way, reached contention entering the stretch but lacked a closing bid. SCORPION
forced the pace early while four wide, continued forwardly until nearing the stretch and tired. SON OF ROCKET saved ground, raced forwardly for nearly six
furlongs and weakened. GLOBAL GAIT gained the lead early, raced two or three wide, held on well for nearly three-quarters and faded. PERCY HOPE
drifted out at the start, raced seven or eight wide during the early going, moved in behind rivals on the turn and failed to menace. ONE BY THE KNOWS
contested the pace early while three or four wide between rivals and faded upon going a half.
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
