FORTYFIFTHPARALLEL, well placed between foes from early on, raced three or four wide into the stretch, took over, kicked clear, then was hard ridden to
hold sway. ISABEL'S APPROVAL hopped at the break and bobbled lightly, was never far back and in behind horses to the lane, was steadied slightly
leaving the quarter-mile ground, moved between foes when advancing, moved inside the winner in the late going and slowly gaining. DIXIE DARE tracked
the pace four wide into the final furlong and came up empty. POSITIVE CAT settled near the inside, inched up leaving the turn, angled four wide but lacked
a serious late response. HELLO MISS LADY gained a striking position in behind horses early, maneuvered five wide when straightened for the drive but
failed to offer a late response. STAMP ACT, sluggish to begin and rushed to the front, made the pace to the stretch and faltered. GOLD INGOT was outrun.
FAR FROM LUCK raced in contention to the stretch five wide and tired. MILLIE K never was prominent.
