Footnotes

SUN BRIGHTIA settled in behind rivals early, edged closer on the far turn, angled five wide into the stretch, reached the front a furlong out and drove clear.
SIGNIFICANT RISK, never far back, raced in behind the leaders for six furlongs, eased out four wide for the drive, loomed prominently for the last but wasn't
a match for SUN BRIGHTIA thereafter. SWING THE CAT (NZ) gained the lead early, moved near the inside, managed a slight edge into the stretch and
weakened soon after. ME IN SHADES, unhurried early, reached contention near the inside on the far turn, came out five or six wide when straightened into
the stretch but lacked a further response. EXIT LAUGHING pressed front-running SWING THE CAT (NZ) four wide to the stretch, gained even terms for the
lead but tired. VARAKA failed to rally. MYHEARTSINARUCKUS passed tired rivals. ZOE IN RED never was a serious factor. NORWOODS, off the inside,
collided with MEGANN'S FAME when that one broke down leaving the backstretch and was finished. MEGANN'S FAME forced the pace early while three
abreast, weakened upon going a half, appeared to break down about the seven-sixteenths pole, collided with NORWOODS in the process and unseated the
rider.
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
