MAKELOVENOTWAR hugged the rail on the turn, was in hand waiting for room approaching the stretch, swung to the four path in upper stretch, split
horses in midstretch then eagerly drew away. COLONEL AVARA circled horses on the turn, was well wide entering the stretch, bid for the lead in midstretch
then weakened. POINT MAKER , in the four path between horses in upper stretch, rallied slightly. OUR CORN rushed up leaving the backstretch, was
checked on a rival's heels entering the turn, swung wide leaving the bend and rallied. ROADHOUSE ROMEO , in the three path between horses in the
stretch, passed tired ones. DUKE DEVINE , extremely wide entering the stretch, was not a factor. SIR DUDE , two wide between horses in the stretch, was
forced in by THE ATLANTIS STORM on FRONT LINE CENTER in midstretch then weakened. VERITAS MAN , very wide leaving the turn, failed to rally.
THE ATLANTIS STORM sped to the front, set the pace three wide entering the stretch, impeded rivals when drifting in in midstretch then gave way.
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IMVROS INDY was outrun. LIL' MISTER MASON , wide on the turn, gave way. UMPEE , steadied in traffic leaving the backstretch, hugged the rail on the
turn and was not a factor. FRONT LINE CENTER advanced along the rail entering the stretch and was taken up when shut off in midstretch. Following a
stewards' inquiry, THE ATLANTIS STORM was disqualified and placed last for forcing SIR DUDE into FRONT LINE CENTER in midstretch. An objection by
the rider of OUR CORN against the winner for alleged interference on the turn was not allowed.
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
