SWITCH stalked the pace off the rail, bid alongside the leader into the stretch, took the advantage in upper stretch, inched away in midstretch won clear
under a vigorous hand ride. HARD WAY TEN close up stalking the pace inside, continued along the rail in the stretch and was game for the place.
ELLAFITZ sped to the early lead, set the pace along the inside, fought back inside the winner in upper stretch, was not a match for that one in the final
furlong, lost second but saved the show between foes late. WARREN'S JITTERBUG angled in outside a rival then chased inside, came a bit off the rail on
the second turn, came out into the stretch and just missed third. WASHINGTON BRIDGE chased three deep then between horses, went three wide again
on the second turn, came four wide into the stretch and lacked the needed rally as the rider dropped the whip at the wire. WARREN'S GOT GAME angled in
and saved ground off the pace, continued along the rail in the stretch and was outfinished for a minor award. LA NEZ saved ground stalking the pace, came
out into the stretch, split rivals in the drive and could not summon the necessary response. FASHION TREND pulled outside a rival chasing the pace, went
three deep on the second turn and four wide into the stretch and did not rally. FORTUNIA pulled her way along three deep on the first turn then stalked
outside a rival, came out into the stretch and weakened.
