HOME SWEET ASPEN had good early speed and dueled inside, inched away then kicked clear into the turn, was hard ridden to open up in midstretch and
was under steady handling late. LADY LIAM stalked between horses on the backstretch and turn, came out some in the stretch and picked up the place.
JUDICIOUS was in a good position stalking the pace inside, continued along the rail in the stretch and held third. REAL HOUSEWIFE had speed inside to
stalk the pace along the rail, came out leaving the turn and into the stretch and was edged for the show. BENCH GLORY broke a bit awkwardly, settled
outside a rival, came out four wide into the stretch and lacked the needed rally. GOOD VIBRATION close up stalking the pace three deep on the backstretch
and turn and into the stretch and weakened. MAYA ANGELINA allowed to settled off the rail then a bit off the fence, swung out into the stretch and lacked
the needed rally. TIZ THE ROUTE had good early speed and dueled outside the winner, dropped back between foes on the turn and weakened.
OCTOGARIAN off a bit slowly, came off the inside on the backstretch while pulling under a hold, went three deep into the turn, dropped back on the bend
and gave way.
