Footnotes
GET IN DA HOUSE was off about three lengths slow, raced well back in the field while towards the inside, rallied behind rivals in upper stretch and closed
strongly to win going away in an excellent debut. UNCLE BRAW was sent hard from the start, set the pace under pressure, edged clear under right hand
urging in upper stretch, remained clear into the final sixteenth but was overtaken. SALTWATER BOY pressed the pace, raced three then two wide on the
turn, drew even near the five-sixteenths pole, lost touch with UNCLE BRAW outside the furlong marker and weakened while able to get the show. IT'S NO
SECRET bumped lightly with a rival at the start then was hustled, showed good speed between rivals then chased the pace, raced inside on the turn and
tired. SOVEREIGN RUN was hustled from the start, steadied in traffic near the half-mile pole, moved to the outside, raced four wide on the turn, came five
wide into the stretch and had nothing left. T REX was urged along on the outside, chased four then three wide on the turn, made a bid at the top of the
stretch but capitulated. GOOD N' BETTER showed early speed on the inside, dropped back while in tight near the half-mile pole, fell further back leaving the
backstretch, raced inside on the turn and came up empty. STUCK ON TOUGH broke in and bumped lightly with a rival, was urged along while off the pace,
raced off the rail on the turn and also came up empty. LIL FORTY was in tight between rivals near the half-mile pole, raced three then four wide on the turn
and gave way. HONORABLE JOURNEY stumbled at the start and was off a couple of lengths slow, raced well back in the field, went three wide on the turn
and failed to threaten. DYLAN'S PAL was off two lengths slow, raced well back in the field, drifted six wide early on the turn then dropped to five wide,
continued five wide into the stretch and was no factor.
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
