MICHAEL THE MAN raced under a snug hold just off the leaders from the inside, remained unhurried on the second turn and into the stretch from the rail,
eased outside DOS EQKEYS leaving the furlong pole, rallied strongly and was up in the final stages. COLONEL MUSTARD broke slow and was void of
speed to the second turn, angled out to enter the lane five wide, offered a bold rally to take command near the furlong pole, edged clear but let up late and
was tagged. FIRE BREAK was never too far back from the outside, began to move closer under own courage nearing the half mile pole, circled the leaders
three wide on the second turn to loom a bold factor into the stretch but lost some of his punch. DOS EQKEYS dueld inside UNEXPECTED GIFT for a mile,
disposed of that rival but also had little left for the drive. MR MUNSEY was well placed from off the rail early, was fanned four wide on the second turn and
failed to respond. UNEXPECTED GIFT dueled two wide to the quarter pole and gave out. SIX PACK ATTACK showed little.
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
