DISTILLED sprinted clear racing off
the rail, made the pace into the stretch, then couldn't stay with the winner while proving second best. THUNDER BLITZ rated off the pace, raced four wide
around the far turn and closed to best the others. SAVED BY THE SWORD allowed to settle, failed to menace. MATTHEW LEE well placed while saving
ground, tired leaving the far turn. PAGING chased the pace three wide into the stretch and gave way. ABSOLUTE ADVANTAGE outrun after breaking
slowly, was never a factor. PRIVATE SON checked along the rail racing into the first turn, remained in striking position to the far turn and faltered. WESTON
FIELD bumped with SOFT SENOR on the first turn and was outrun. SOFT SENOR bumped on the first turn, was never a threat. SKY OF GOLD checked in
behind PRIVATE SON entering the first turn and showed little.
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
