LIBERIAN FREIGHTER prompted the pace between horses then three deep leaving the turn, took a short lead outside a rival in the stretch and inched clear
under a couple left handed taps of the whip and good handling. STAR NICHOLAS off a bit slow, stalked the pace inside, came out in midstretch and went
willingly to the wire. BESTDRESSED settled outside then off the rail, went three deep into and on the turn and four wide into the stretch and just missed the
place. A LIL DUMAANI stalked the pace inside, bid along the rail on the turn, dueled inside the winner until past midstretch and weakened late. ITALIAN
RULES chased outside a rival or between foes, came three deep into the stretch and lacked the needed rally. NIKKI'SGOLDENSTEED broke slowly, settled
inside then chased between horses, continued a bit off the rail into the stretch and could not summon the necessary response. BIG BAD LEROYBROWN
had good early speed and dueled a bit off the rail then between horses leaving the turn, dropped back into the stretch and weakened. RAINGEAR settled
outside or off the rail, went three deep on the turn and four wide into the stretch and lacked the necessary late kick. STELLA MARK pressed the pace
outside rivals then four wide leaving the turn, came three deep into the stretch and weakened.
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
