CHATTING
pulled a bit early, stalked outside a rival, came out around the pulled up foe leaving the backstretch, continued just off the rail on the second turn, bid outside
the winner in midstretch but could not get by. P. T. INDY stalked the pace outside, bid three deep leaving the second turn and just held third. PRESTIGIOUS
CHIEF saved ground chasing the winner, came a bit off the rail leaving the backstretch and outside the runner-up on the second turn, angled three deep into
the stretch and just missed the show, then broke down after the wire and unseated the rider. BREKO angled in and settled a bit off the rail, came out leaving
the backstretch, split horses into the second turn, went four wide into the stretch and lacked the needed rally. CROWNING STORM saved ground, moved
up inside leaving the backstretch, remained along the rail under urging in the stretch but could not summon the needed late response. TORRY angled in
unhurried early, came out on the second turn and five wide into the stretch and did not rally. WILD N GOLDEN three deep into the first turn, stalked the pace
a bit off the rail or outside a rival, took a bad step before the half mile pole, was pulled up and was vanned off.
