DESERT PETE was ridden along while off the pace, raced three wide on the turn, rallied entering the final furlong and closed strongly to get up late. TWO
JAYS SECRET chased the solo leader from second, surged to the lead midway through the turn, quickly drew clear, remained clear into the final furlong but
was caught. ROCK DE STARS was urged along on the outside, raced four then three wide on the turn and was best of the rest. VALID PASS bumped with
a rival and steadied near the half-mile pole, swung out leaving the turn and failed to rally. BEAU DEVIOUS bumped with VALID PASS near the half-mile
pole, split rivals leaving the turn and came up empty. ROYAL STAG bumped with a rival at the start, raced towards the front of the field, moved to three wide
near the quarter-pole and also came up empty. HARDRIDINHEARTACHE was void of speed and showed little then was vanned off after the race. CALL
SIGN bumped with a rival at the start, raced towards the rear of the field and failed to threaten. WON C C set the clear pace, lost the lead midway through
the turn, was in tight while dropping back at the top of the stretch and stopped.
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
