BEA PLUS, well placed four wide from the outset, was shuffled back a bit on the far turn, then came again in the late going to outfinish FLAWLESS
TREASURE in a stiff drive. FLAWLESS TREASURE, reserved early and four or five wide, was never far back, moved with the winner while outside that one
in the upper stretch, battled on even terms in the final sixteenth but was outfinished. LA SOLA NINA broke slowly in the air, went up to follow the leaders
four wide, inched to a narrow lead in the upper stretch, then weakened late. PATTY SEATTLE settled inside early, saved ground early, swung out seven
wide entering the upper stretch and offered a mild gain. BARADORE (IRE), reserved soon after the start and four or five wide, followed a dawdling pace,
came out seven or eight wide for the drive, reached contention a furlong out but lacked a further account. EVER BRILLIANT, up close three abreast from the
first turn on, gained a narrow lead nearing the far turn, held on well until the final furlong and weakened. SHINGWEDZI gained the lead inside early,
established slow fractions and tired entering the far turn. SABBATH DAY POINT, five or six wide never menaced.
