FIFTY ACRES forwardly placed and outside, vied three wide through the turn, clear past the furlong marker, held the runner up safe late under steady
handling. TEN AND WIN also prominent from the outset, raced in the second flight, through the turn, set down for the drive, getting to the winner late on the
outside. TIN CAT with the pace, vied between foes through the turn, proved no match for the top two in the drive, lasted for the show. GLENDA'S MAHALO
lacked speed, moved out, came four wide into the lane, staged a mild rally to improve position. TORTUGA STRAITS moved out, raced back, four wide into
the lane, improved position while not a real threat. CLEVER SHOES in the second flight, between horses through the turn, steered out a bit, came up empty
for the drive. CRIMSON COUNT in the second group along the inside, tired in the drive. TUPELO PLAYBOY was never a threat. GO 'ON NOW narrowly
showed the way closest to the inside for a half and stopped. HIGH HOPES E DAY off slowly, trailed while wide, showed little.
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
