ASHLEY'S VENTURE off
the early pace while saving some ground, advanced along the inside to be closest to the winner into the far turn, no match for that rival in the drive, clearly
second best. RICKY BOBBY void of speed, continued well back into the final turn, lacked clear room along the inside entering the stretch, came out a bit
brushed with RED VENTURE upper stretch, outkicked that foe for the show. RED VENTURE allowed to settle off the pace, brushed upper stretch, moved
out, finished up evenly. FOLLOWING A STEWARDS' INQUIRY REGARDING THE INCIDENT IN UPPER STRETCH, THE RESULT WAS ALLOWED TO
STAND. HOLLY JET void of speed, moved out to be four wide turning for home, improved position a bit without posing as a serious threat. ALVIN AND
DAVID closest to the winner for five furlongs, gave way. MR. R. B. I. got toward the inside soon after the start, continued to save some ground, lacked a kick
in the drive. NATIVE BOY four wide when toward the front in the first turn, tired.
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
