GOLD MITTEN was rated back off of BUFFALO DANCE nearing the first turn, prompted the pace two to three wide, lodged a bid into the far turn, took a
short lead three furlongs out, moved clear, was engaged by UNDERNEATH IT ALL entering lane, dueled and dug in gamely under pressure to prevail.
UNDERNEATH IT ALL settled early, advanced between rivals nearing the half mile marker, lodged a three to four wide bid into the lane, dueled outside of
the winner but just could not get past. REVERENCE saved ground while forwardly placed, was shuffled back a bit leaving the far turn, angled out for the
drive but came up empty. AUGUST MOON DANCER was taken to rate off the rail in mid pack, moved closer around the final turn but lacked a solid stretch
kick. CUDDLEY lacked speed, raced very wide in the lane and bumped with TERESA'S ANGEL in mid stretch. TERESA'S ANGEL , six wide down the
backstretch, picked up momentum leaving the far turn, loomed a danger approaching the quarter pole, weakened and bumped with CUDDLEY a furlong out.
MOKHIEBA'S BET , four to five wide, was not a factor. BUFFALO DANCE went clear around the first turn, set the pace slightly off the rail, dueled past the
three furlong marker then tired in upper stretch. RENEE'S APPROVAL , three to four wide early, faltered.
