GREMALATA settled towards the rear saving ground around the turn, gained momentum turning for home, angled out mid stretch for room, split rivals at the
sixteenth pole, dueled inside of BELLARIFFIC briefly then surged clear coming to the wire. BELLARIFFIC stalked a pair of duelers from the start, moved out
to the three path entering the stretch mounting her bid, raced abreast foes upper stretch, edged clear with a furlong to go, proved no match for the winner in
deep stretch but was easily second best. HAPPY PARTY unhurried leaving the gate, raced mid track throughout, hit best stride mid stretch, angled to the
five path and surged belatedly picking up the show position. MY PRINCESS well placed tracking the pace to the quarter pole, came four wide into the lane,
loomed in upper stretch, leveled off inside the eighth pole and was outfinished late vying for third place. RHYTHM N RED trailed to the quarter pole, angled
to the rail top of the stretch, showed mild late interest but never factored. CAT THAT GLITTERS broke sharply and angled to the rail, set a pressured pace
to upper stretch, began to fade a sixteenth out, used up. RACE ROCKET pressed for the lead from the start, vied in a three way battle racing between foes
top of the stretch, was all done and gave way mid stretch. BLAZIN' BLUES broke outward and continued to race wide throughout, gave way top of the
stretch, no factor.
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
