RAUSCHENBERG chased three deep on the first turn then tugged outside a rival or off the rail on the backstretch, was in a bit tight midway on the second
turn, came out in the stretch, rallied under a vigorous hand ride to gain the lead past midstretch and proved best. KUMIVA had speed three deep then
stalked off the rail, bid alongside a rival on the backstretch, took a short lead on the second turn, inched away in the stretch, fought back inside the winner
past midstretch and held second. THE UNUSUAL ONE between horses early, angled in and inched away on the first turn, dueled inside on the backstretch
and second turn, could not match the top pair in the final furlong but held third. MATAMOR settled off the pace inside, came out some on the second turn,
split rivals in the stretch and improved position. RIO DE VINO chased between horses then a bit off the rail on the backstretch, went outside a rival on the
second turn, came three deep into the stretch and lacked the needed rally. UZZIAH stalked outside, bid three deep leaving the backstretch, tracked the
leaders on the second turn and three wide into the stretch and weakened. BIG COZZ chased outside then alongside a rival, came three deep into the
stretch and could not summon the necessary response. EMPEROR STONE had speed inside then stalked along the rail, steadied in tight on the second
turn and weakened in the stretch. FAST TRACK rank inside and steadied into and on the first turn, chased inside then came off the rail on the backstretch,

dropped back, angled in some in the stretch and gave way.
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
