TORMENTO DE ORO set
the early pace from the two path, was headed on the turn, then gave way late. LOVE TREASURES pressed the pace from the two path, contended on the
turn then weakened late. UNITY was never far back, raced three wide on the turn, then lacked a late response. ORDONEZ was slow early, raced four wide
on the turn, then made a mild bid late. SIR GALAHAD stumbled badly at the start, raced inside on the turn, then was not a threat. TITRANIUM was void of
early speed, raced inside on the turn, then made a mild bid late. GERONI was close up early, raced three wide on the turn then faded. EMPTY WALLET
prompted the early pace, raced three wide on the turn then faltered. SLOANE RANGER failed to menace. GAARA was close up early, raced inside on the
turn and tired in the stretch. CAPITAL GAIN raced along the three path on the turn and was outrun.
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
