IRISH COLONY , well placed along the inside, angled out approaching the quarter pole, rallied three wide to command near mid stretch, edged away a
sixteenth out and held sway under strong handling. BOWMAN'S BAND , forwardly placed between rivals, angled out to the five path in the lane, raced on
his left lead and slowly gained. LAST INTENTION , unhurried early while saving ground, moved up along the inside into the stretch, angled out near the
eighth pole and continued willingly between rivals. TORCH THE HALLS went clear around the first turn, set a moderate pace along the inside, took pressure
into the far turn, dueled into the stretch, remained a solid presence to the eighth pole then faded. GYGISTAR angled off the inside nearing the backstretch,
pressed the pace two wide, gained a short lead into the lane, was overtaken nearing the eighth pole and faded. OUAGADOUGOU raced well off the rail into
the backstretch, angled in a bit, raced between rivals into the stretch but lacked a solid kick. DEER RUN lost ground three to four wide stalking the pace,
drifted out in upper stretch and gave way. LUSTY LATIN , wide, dropped back leaving the far turn.
