ROSES IN MAY went clear early, set the pace from the three path on the first turn, was well rated on the lead to the final turn, was headed on his inside by
PERFECT DRIFT approaching the stretch, regained a narrow advantage in upper stretch, switched leads nearing the sixteenth marker and inched clear at
the wire under steady pressure. PERFECT DRIFT raced within easy striking range while saving ground in midpack early, came through inside of the winner
entering the second turn, got on even terms entering the stretch, dueled through the lane but could not match strides in the final sixteenth while easily
besting the rest. CRAFTY SHAW chased the pace racing three wide to the stretch before weakening. SONIC WEST raced three wide on the first turn, was
within easy striking range to the final turn before giving way. NATIVE HAWK raced close up from between rivals around the first turn, continued between

foes to the final turn, came under a ride early on the bend and tired thereafter. OLE FAUNTY was outrun while racing inside.
