ALSVID dueled from the inside for the early lead, remained engaged through the turn, shook loose at the eighth pole and was well clear late while kept to
task. SUM OF THE PARTS up close early from the outside, held a forward position entering the drive, responded when asked but could not reach the
winner. JAKE MO stalked the early pace from the outside, advanced entering the turn, responded when sat down for the drive but was too late.
ALTERNATIVE outrun early, advanced outside entering the turn, responded and finished well. WORTHINGTON well placed from the inside, had nothing left
for the drive. OFFICER PRADO could only improve position. PEAKS OF LEGEND could only pass tired ones. K COMPANY was no factor. INDISPUTABLE
dueled from the outside and tired. KING CORAL had little interest. SPARTAN had a steady fade.
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
