FACE AND AN ACE stalked the pace off the rail then a bit off the fence, bid three deep to take the lead in midstretch, battled outside the runner-up through
the final furlong and gamely prevailed under urging. FARMER GILES (IRE) chased off the inside then angled in leaving the hill, bid between foes in the
stretch, fought back inside the winner and continued gamely to the end. GILLIGAN bobbled a bit at the start, settled off the rail then outside a rival, split
horses in midstretch and edged a foe for the show. KURO chased outside a rival, came out leaving the hill and four wide into the stretch and was edged for
third. FORTHREEFOREUCLID was in a good position chasing the pace inside, came out leaving the hill and three deep into the stretch and was outfinished
for a minor award. KEEN BIDDER (GB) broke in and slowly, settled just off the fence then inside, moved up into the stretch, took up in tight quarters off
heels just past the eighth pole, came out and lacked a further response. LUCKS MINE sped to the early lead, set the pace on a clear advantage off the rail
then inside, shortened stride in the stretch, resisted briefly at the furlong marker, then weakened, did not return to be unsaddled and was vanned off. Rail on
hill at 14 feet.
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
