THE FACTOR had speed between horses then angled in and set the pace off the rail, opened up under a brisk hand ride in the stretch and a long hold late.
HOUSTON HARBOR stalked three deep then off the rail, angled in some on the turn, was roused nearing the stretch and was clearly second best. COOK
INLET broke slowly, settled off the rail, angled in on the backstretch, saved ground the rest of the way and picked up the show. RED SHARP HUMOR close
up stalking the winner along the inside to the stretch, continued on the fence and weakened. HOPE AND BELIEVE steadied slightly when crowded between
foes after the start, pulled his way along outside foes, chased three deep on the turn and four wide into the stretch and lacked the needed rally. ERIC THE
RAM pulled his way between horses early, stalked outside a rival, went three deep on the turn and into the stretch and weakened. PHOTO SHOPPED
broke a bit slowly, was sent between horses early, chased off the rail then between foes into and on the turn, came out into the stretch and lacked a further
response. WARREN'S KNOCKOUT stalked between horses then a bit off the rail, split rivals into the stretch and weakened. RANSOM DEMAND steadied
between horses early, settled off the rail, came out into the stretch and failed to menace.
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
