SCHWARTZBEWITHYOU
was well placed early, rallied on the turn and led, failed to sustain the bid and faded in the drive. ROMAN ALONG dueled for the lead and set the pace, gave
way and dropped back. ST. ARMANDS was in a good stalking position while six wide and lost ground, ran evenly with no rally. KAYGOLD'S RUBY was
unhurried early on the inside, rallied on the turn, failed to sustain the bid and dropped back. ALIGNED was no factor, passed tiring rivals. BE A BIDDER
failed to menace. AIM AND FIRE showed good early speed, was seven wide on the turn and lost ground. HALF LOADED was no factor. TECUMSA was no
threat.
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
