IRON KING stalked the pace early, angled into the three path in the far turn with a long drive in the stretch then drifted out late and bumped rival in the final
stages. UNION BOWMAN chased the pace early, angled into the four path in the far turn with a long drive in the stretch then was bumped and bothered in
the late stages. FAISAL PRINCE went to his nose at the start, angled into the five path in the far turn then made a bid in the stretch but weakened late in the
drive. DISCUSSION CLOSED was well placed early, while on the inside into the far turn and was empty late in the stretch run. STRONG HOLD set the pace
early, angled off the rail into the far turn and gave way in the stretch. SHAKEYOGROOVETHING tracked the pace early, lost action into the far turn and
faded late in the stretch. YANKEE SCHOLAR was never a threat. RIDGE CITY showed little. AFTER A STEWARDS INQUIRY IRON KING WAS
DISQUALIFIED AND PLACED SECOND FOR INTERFERENCE AGAINST UNION BOWMAN IN THE LATE STAGES OF THE STRETCH RUN.
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
