IRISH CHERRY stalked the early pace 3 wide, assumed command in upper stretch and held off SARAREGAL under a strong hand ride. The latter stalked
the early pace from the four path, angled inside of the leader in mid stretch, but was second best. BARLEE MIST was away alertly and hustled along setting
a pressured pace, then tired in the stretch. GOING TO EXTREMES was allowed to settle between horses, then finished with a mild rally. TORYS MOMENT
was hustled along, raced 4 wide around the turn, then finished evenly. BLAZE ON BY was bumped at the start and was void of early speed outside of rivals,
lacked a late response and was never a threat. YOU JUST WATCH ME was hustled along between horses, saved ground around the turn, but lacked a late
response. VICE AIN'T NICE was wide early, never rallied and was outrun. JADE'S PLEASURE was unhurried early just off the rail, never a threat.
CHASSERESSE showed little. MARKET MISS pressed the early pace between horses, then faded in the drive.
