VENUS BAY stalked the pace, moved up and forced the issue from midturn, bid in earnest at the top of the stretch, drove clear a furlong out, ducked out
with a sixteenth to run and her rider lost an iron but finished best under a hand ride. TEQUILA COLLEGE came out a bit soon after the break, moved quickly
to the lead, set a reserved pace, quickened into the far turn, was engaged at the top of the stretch, vied briefly and yielded a furlong out. SANDRA LA
BELLE came in a little just out of the gate, raced off the pace, was hustled two-wide on the far turn, closed mildly through the stretch but did not threaten.
OUR LUCKY CHARM raced well back, was hustled three-wide through the far turn, chased into the stretch but evened out late. WILL SHE CROW stalked
then forced the pace, failed with a bid early on the far turn, chased, then tired in the stretch. TICKLE TRUNK stalked the pace from the rail, gave way late
turn and was through. LUNA NOVA broke awkwardly, was closed off and clipped heels with a rival, raced well back and was never a serious threat.
LUVULYNN raced midpack, tired and faded late on the far turn. A STEWARDS' INQUIRY INTO THE INCIDENT JUST OUT OF THE GATE LEFT THE
RESULTS AS POSTED.
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
