C KARMA stalked from the rail, angled five-wide leaving the turn, launched an all out drive, challenged a furlong out and prevailed under steady handling.
FREYGA raced off the pace along the rail, angled out late turn, launched an all out rally and just missed. KOONUNGA HILL stalked the pace in hand,
closed four-wide into the stretch, gained command but only briefly a furlong out then was outfinished by the winner. AFTER THE APPLAUSE, in range along
the fourth path, closed late turn, drifted wide at the top of the stretch then rallied willingly, but late. LARAGH led early in hand, set the pace to the final
furlong then gave way grudgingly. LADY SHAKESPEARE, well back along the rail, then two-wide, was hustled three-wide into the stretch but lacked a
strong closing response. MILWAUKEE APPEAL raced midpack two-wide, was hustled into the turn, chased to the stretch then flattened out. PANTHER
STRIKE raced off the pace, angled from the second path to four-wide late turn then lacked a strong closing response. TRIPLE FLIP raced midpack along
the rail, was hustled out of the turn but flattened out midway through the stretch. POPPIN stalked between rivals, faded from early turn and tired.
