GUS AGAIN stalked the early duel outside, moved to press outside FANCY BRU moving on to the backstretch, took a short lead early on the final turn,
opened up in late turn, responded gamely when asked in early stretch, drew away. MINUS THREE dueled inside early, dropped back to stalk the pressured
pace on the backstretch, rallied between horses to take the place. HIS MONEY saved ground, had to wait briefly late on the final turn, moved out wide in
early stretch, rallied. LEAD HOUND stalked the forced pace outside, remained well placed outside down the backstretch and through the final turn, rallied,
flattened out. FANCY BRU dueled outside MINUS THREE early, cleared that one early on the backstretch and was immediately pressured by GUS AGAIN,
couldn't stay with that one from late on the final turn, tired in the drive.
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
