AYRIAL DELIGHT, forwardly placed from the start, dropped back in upper stretch then came again with a good late bid to be up in time. LIABLE drifted in at
the start, was straightened, vied for the lead out in the course, took over on the turn and was angled in a bit, drew off into the stretch but faltered late and
was outfinished. HORSEMINT, within striking distance from the start, raced four wide into the turn, came in on TOP MARKS once in the turn, advanced
three wide into the stretch and finished well late. LA PLUMA, within striking distance, raced four wide with three furlongs to go then rallied willingly late.
FORET NOIRE, within striking distance inside, lacked the needed closing bid. TOP MARKS steadied at the start when LIABLE came in, recovered, steadied
entering the turn when HORSEMENT came in, recovered, advanced five wide out of the turn but could not threaten. ANNIE'S APPLE, unhurried early,
raced off the inside on the turn and could not menace. STEAL A HEART pressed the pace from the inside, held well to the stretch and tired. CHITKA,
unhurried early while saving ground, was no factor.
